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In this week’s gospel we see that having doubt is nothing to be ashamed of. Jesus understood the doubt
of Thomas and gently invited him to "Put your fingers here, look here are my hands. Give me your hand;
put it into my side. Doubt no longer but believe". Thomas replied "My Lord and my God." Our journey of
faith is one of doubting at times and daring to look for a deeper and more profound meaning to the
problems of life by the power of the Holy Spirit.

How do we as believers in Jesus carry the light of Faith to all people?
