In this week's gospel we read of the very deep teaching of Jesus to his apostles at the Last Supper.  He 
tells them "I am the Way, the Truth and the Life.  No one can come to the Father except through me."  
We see Thomas struggling with the desire, which is in all of us to know exactly our destination before we 
set out.
