In this week’s gospel we see Jesus preparing for his imminent departure and for a future in which he would
be with his disciples in a different way.He would not 'leave them orphans’ but send an 'Advocate’ to 'be with
them forever'. When we read the story of Jesus in the gospels it is not a story of someone outside ourselves
but our own story and therefore our stories are sacred.

Do we spend a lot of time and energy projecting notions of God all over the place, away from ourselves?
This gospel tells us that God lives in us and loves us. As Christ lives in the Father from whom he is
inseparable, so His presence in us unites Father, Son and those who believe in Him. This belief summarises
our whole Christian life from our baptism into Christ to our death in Christ. God lives in us, loves in us.
