Today we see Jesus taking up his position on the other side of the sea, sitting on the 
hillside with his disciples. He lets the people come to him of their own accord. They 
followed him because they were 'impressed with the signs he gave by curing the sick and 
the miracle he worked feeding the 5,000.' These signs invite us to reflect in faith on how 
through Jesus, God reveals his abundant love for his people ourselves included. In 
communion with Jesus, the Bread of Life, the deepest hungers of our hearts are satisfied. 
Have you found that having a grateful heart for what you have been given has made it 
easier for you to share with others?
