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In this week’s gospel we see Jesus reminding us that men and women are intended by God to live on
equal terms. There is to be no difference in the way they are judged by Him. They are both human
beings created by God to live in harmony. Again this week Jesus tells us that his 'little ones’ all have a
deep lesson to teach us. They tell us how we should relate to those in our community whom we tended
to neglect.

When have you found that in your relationships the bonds have been strengthened when you were
prepared to work together through difficulties.

Thank you Lord for the gift of happy marriages and for the gift of our children who
often challenge us in their life styles. We know you will care for them as we place them
in your protection each dawy.
