The widow reminds us that her power did not depend on money or 
influential people but on her moral qualities, her passion and her perseverance. She 
was doing just as Jesus asked us to do. 
Have we got the faith as strong as the widow or do we give up easily when we feel 
our prayers are not being answered?
